Candarogullar: Beyligi'nin ahsap ve mimari sa-
natinda ulastigi noktanin zirvesi olan Mahmut Bey
Camil, Kastamonu'nun oldugu kadar Tiirkiye'nin
de en estetik eserlerinden biridir.

Caminin yer aldigi Kasaba Koyii, Mahmut Bey Camii yani
sira biri yine 14. yizyildan kalma digeri ise daha gec¢ tarihli iki
hamam ile halen kullanilmakta olan yine baska bir cami yani
sira bolgenin sivil ve kirsal mimari 6rneklerini gosteren konak,
konut, serender gibi ahsap malzemeye dayali bircok yapi sto-
gunu da barindirir.

ilin kuzeybatisinda, kente 15 kilometre uzaklikta Daday ilce
yolu lizerindeki Kasaba Kdyii'nde yer alan Mahmut Bey Camif,
1366 yilinda dénemin Candaroglu Beyligi emiri Kétiiriim Beya-
z1d'1n (1361-1385) kardesi Mahmut Bey tarafindan yaptiriimis-
tir. Cami, mihraba dikey Ui¢ nefli kurgusuyla dikdértgen planh
olarak zengin bezeme anlayisiyla dénemindeki diger camiler
arasinda 6ne ¢ikar. Ahsap direklerle desteklenen tavan, bindir-
me seklinde yapiya yerlestirilmistir.

Camii’'nin 6ne ¢ikan ozelliklerinden birisi ti¢ farkli seviyede
dort mahfil kurgusudur. Cami Anadolu’daki 13-14. yy'lardaki
ahsap destek ve ortl sistemine ait yapilar icinde, bezemeye
zemin olusturan mimari kurgu ve bezeme programi agisin-
dan da unik bir yapidir. Cami, egsiz kalem isi bezemeleriyle
14. yy Beylikler Dénemi igerisinde insa edilmis ve glinimuze
0zglin halde ulasan tek yapi olmasiyla biiyiik bir éneme sahip-
tir.

Caminin i¢ kismi as1 boyalari ile yapilan kalem isi tekniginde-
ki canli renklerdeki yogun motif ve kompozisyonlarla bezen-
mistir. Siislemelerde; turuncu ile karmin aras1 kirmizilar, civit
ve hava renginde maviler, altin ve kirli tonda sarilar, beyaz,
siyah, koyu yesil ve krem renkler kullanilmistir. Stislemelerde
bitkisel ve geometrik motiflerden olusan bezemeler stilize bi-
cimde simetri ve tekrarlar olusan bir kompozisyonda sunul-
mustur. Mahmut Bey Camii'nin en 6nemli 6zelliklerinden biri
de muhtesem oyma sanatiyla siislenmis giris kapisidir. Mah-
mud oglu Nakkas Abdullah tarafindan yapilan kapi geometrik
ve bitkisel detaylarla siislenmistir. Buglin Kastamonu Etnog-
rafya Miizesi'nde sergilenen kapi, ahsap oymacilik sanati tim
detaylariyla birlikte beylik sanatinin ulastigi seviyeyi goster-
mek adina 6nemlidir.

Mahmut Bey Camii Anadolu’daki ilk ahsap stitun ve ahsap ca-
till camilerden biri olmasi ve ayni zamanda zengin kalem isli
bezemeleriyle gliniimiize ulagmasi agisindan nadir bir mimari
teknigi temsil eder.

Bu 6nemli insanlik tarihi miras 2014 y1linda UNESCO
Diinya Kiiltiir Mirasi Gegici Listesine alinarak insanl-
gin ortak bir degeri olarak diinyaya sunulmustur.
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Kasaba Village
Mahmut Bey Mosque

As the pinnacle of art of wood and architecture in
Candarogullar: Seigniory; Mahmut Bey Mosque is
one of the most aesthetically pleasing monuments
not only in Kastamonu, but in entire Turkey.

The village the mosque is situated in; Kasaba Kéyu, is com-
prised of two Turkish baths still in use; one of which dates
back to 14th century, an another mosque, various mansions,
houses and horreos reflecting the civil and rural architecture
of the region which predominantly utilizes hard wood.

Mahmut Bey Mosque, situated on Daday county road 15 km
northwest of the city in Kasaba Kéyii, was founded back in 1366
by then ameer of Candaroglu Seigniory Kotiirim Bayezid's
(1361-1385) brother Mahmut Bey. The mosque distinguishes
itself from the period’s examples by its construction base of
three naves vertical to its mihrab and rich adornments con-
structed rectangular design. The ceiling is an early example of
dome and is supported by wooden posts.

Another distinguishing feature of the mosque is its four mah-
fils on three levels. The mosque is unique with its adornments
and the architectural construction that allowed adornments
in 13th -14th century Anatolian mosque architecture. As the
only monument that remained authentic after its construc-
tion in 14th century Beylikler Dénemi (Seigniory Peirod), and
with its remarkable hand craft constructed adornments, the
mosque is of great importance.

The interior part of the mosque is rich and vibrant with ochre,
hand-drawn patterns and compositions. Reds, indigos and
blues in between the colours of orange and carmine, gold and
off-yellow, white, black, dark green and creme colours are all
utilized in adornments. Herbal and geometrical motifs are
displayed in compositions of symmetry and repetition.

One of the most important characteristics of the Mahmut
Bey Mosque is its magnificent herbal and geometrical carv-
ings done by muralist Mahmud oglu Nakkas on its entrance
doors. As an important example of the complexity reached by
the seigniories on wood carving, the door is now on display at
Kastamonu Ethnography Museum.

As the first example of wooden pillars and dome in Anatolia,
as well as authentic rich hand carved adornments, Mahmut
Bey Mosque offers a rare architectural example. As such the
mosque was chosen for UNESCO World Heritage Tentative List
in 2014 as a significant common heritage.
